Confidential Medical Form 2016-17 

ALL sailors planning to enter BUCS/BUSA Sailing Championships this year need to complete the 

Confidential Medical Form 2016-17. This is a requirement for registration at all BUCS/BUSA Sailing 

Championships. It is recommended that potential competitors should complete this at an early stage by

NUS cards WILL NOT be 

accepted as proof of eligibility to compete.
